I thought the best birthday gift I could give to myself at this moment was a trip to Cartagena with you… 

FLOR:
Oh…that’s why I love you so much…you made me cry and all that… 

ALDEMAR:

Okay honey, I’ll go to the bank, buy the air tickets and when I come back we’ll drink the champagne, cut the birthday cake and have a great time. Wait for me, okay? Bye … 
ISABEL:
Don’t take long, dear 

SCENE 6 
STREET – DAY 
GONZALO:

This smells bad, brother…Whose is this? 
PABLO:

Go ahead, Gonzalo…c’mon! 
GONZALO:

Face down! Face down! Let go, you dumb ass! 
PABLO:

C’mon!!! Put all the money in this bag…or you all will be killed…Listen, those who are on the floor don’t worry…nothing wrong is going to happen to you…we are decent people…we don’t steal anything from poor people. C’mon!!! 
GONZALO:

Face down! Face down!

SCENE 7

HOUSE – DAY 
PELUCHE:

What about these? Hey, hey, hey! 
PABLO:

Put this in my closet…quick, quick…move it, man!

PELUCHE:

What’s wrong? Where were you?

PABLO:

Why do you make such stupid questions, Peluche? As if you didn’t know…Listen, we need you to do your cousin and I a favor … To paint this bike totally black…you get me? But I need it right now, Peluche…c’mon!  

PELUCHE:

Wait…tell me…What did you do?

SCENE 8

STORE – DAY 

ISABEL:

Have a nice day, Mrs. Rosita… 

ALDEMAR:

So long Mrs. Rosa… 

ISABEL:

What’s going on, dear? Why are you closing? It’s not even six o’clock …
ALDEMAR:

We’re going to close anyway…it’s okay … 

ISABEL:

But why, dear?

ALDEMAR:

Because I want to…Let’s go to your mother’s instead and pay her a visit … 

ISABEL:

Dear, why don’t you relax and tell me what’s going on? You’re not like that…
ALDEMAR:

I’m going to tell you, but don’t get nervous…they had just held up the Regional Bank…How about that?

ISABEL:

Oh darling…did they take the money you were going to get? 
ALDEMAR:

No, no…but there’s something even worse…I know who were the ones that held the bank…God!

GONZALO:

Peluche isn’t the problem…It’s Don Aldemar, the grocer…he saw us… 
PABLO:

No, he didn’t, Gonzalo…he simply saw two bandits with their heads covered with nylon stockings…
GONZALO:

Stop talking nonsense, Pablo…Don Aldemar knows us since we are kids, brother… 

PABLO:

You have to think he’s been a friend of the family for a long time…since we were kids... I don’t think he’s going to report us to the police …you get me? Will he do a thing like that to us? No… 

GONZALO:

I don’t know…I don’t know…I’ll go and talk to him, sound him out …ask some questions to see if he gets nervous…something, okay? 
PABLO:

Are you going there now?

GONZALO:

ALDEMAR:

Do you still ask? I know they have long been involved in illegal affairs ...and I’ve been suspicious about them. Where do they get all the money they are always showing up? A few days ago I told Nelia and Fidel that their son was becoming a devil…the so called saint they think they have…
FLOR.

Honey, what are you going to do?

ALDEMAR:

What do you mean? I’m going to call the police…I’m going to report …
FLOR:
Think it over, please…

 ALDEMAR:

What about that? Who knows how much money those young men have stolen…had I come five minutes earlier…they had robbed me too…They can’t get away with it …
FLOR.

ISABEL:

SCENE 11

WORKSHOP – DAY 

RADIO REPORTER:

“According to witnesses, the thieves got away on a red motorbike parked at the bank’s entrance while shooting to intimidate customers still in the bank ….” 
PABLO:

Turn that radio off! 
PELUCHE:

That’s all we needed …bank robbing … 
PABLO:

What do you mean? Do you happen to know the people who robbed that bank or what?

PELUCHE:

Are you still denying it? 
PABLO:

What?! So…you think I was the one who robbed that bank!  Were you in there? Did you see me, or what?

PELUCHE:

Look… 

PABLO:

Do you have proofs to accuse me? I’m asking you! 
PELUCHE:

No, no…listen to me… 

PABLO:

Did you see me? 
PELUCHE:

Listen to me! 
PABLO:

No…you listen to me! 
PELUCHE:
Listen, Pablo…I may be a crook but never a stupid… 
PABLO:
Well…yes…do you know what you are? You are the accomplice and brother of a bank thief…

ALDEMAR:

GONZALO:

No…the truth is that the situation in this area is getting rather unsafe lately…isn’t it? 
GONZALO:

Are you saying it because of the robbery or what?

ALDEMAR:

Well….yes…I
GONZALO:

Quite daring… those who rob a bank in broad daylight really have guts, don’t they?
ALDEMAR:

Hum…
GONZALO:

ISABEL: (voice off)

What do you mean, dear?
SCENE 14

ALDEMAR’S HOUSE– DAY 

ALDEMAR:

Well yes…he didn’t exactly say it…but he knew that I knew… 
ISABEL:

Oh dear…let’s leave things the way they are…keep your mouth shut… 
ALDEMAR:

I’m sorry, darling, but I already reported what I saw to the police, and that’s not going to change… 
SCENE 15

STREET – DAY 

FABIO:

Gonzalo…
GONZALO:

Hey… 

FABIO:

Hi son…good to see you…how’re things going?

GONZALO:

Everything fine… 

FABIO:

Okay or what?

GONZALO:

Okay…everything okay… 

FABIO:

Where did you leave your boyfriend, you bum? 
GONZALO:

At home I suppose… right? 
FABIO:

Is that so?
GONZALO:

Yes…
FABIO:

Ah…what’s up…everything fine, or not?

GONZALO:

All right, all right Fabio… 

FABIO:

Hey…now that we met here, I wanted to ask you something…do you know if Pablo is still chasing my little sister? 
GONZALO:

No, no, I know nothing, brother…
FABIO:

How come you don’t know? The two of you are always together… 

GONZALO:

I have no idea about it, brother… 
FABIO:

Okay, do me a favor then, will you? Ask Pablo not to mess with my sister, pal…
GONZALO:

 I will … 

FABIO:

POLICE OFFICER:
Who’s that in the photo?

BROTHER:

SISTER:
Let go of me! 
PELUCHE:

Watch out with the girls… 

POLICE OFFICER:

PATRICIA:

Ha! Should my brother catch us… He’d kill us ha! 
PABLO:

Forget it! He isn’t going either to kill or see us…besides, Fabio is my friend…
PATRICIA:

Did you hear they robbed the bank in broad daylight?

PABLO:

Yes, I heard something about it…thank God no one was hurt, right?

PATRICIA:

Well…No one was hurt but it is terrible that they take people’s money…don’t you think so?

PABLO:

Why don’t we rather go and I’ll accompany you to your house? 

PATRICIA:

Only to the corner…don’t take me home… 
PABLO:

Yes, to the corner, to the corner, but we better leave this place…
FABIO:

MALE:

PABLO:

I know this gentleman ‘cause I have seen him in the news…a pleasure…Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria…at your service… 

ALONSO:

NELIA:

There are people who said they saw you…
PABLO:

The…

NELIA:

They say there are witnesses… 

PABLO:

People are crazy…they invent things… 
NELIA:

Ha! I don’t think they’re going even to invent how people who did it look….that after that you had a soda at the bank’s entrance…what a stupid thing! Whose was such a bright idea? Yours or your cousin Gonzalo’s? Answer me, son! Whose idea it was? 
PABLO:
