EVERYONE:
Ha! Ha! 
GUILLERMO:

Darling…I’m going to give you the most delicious birthday cake in town…and a pretty present….Right?

ADELAIDA:

Grandpa! 
GUILLERMO:

Yeah?

ADELAIDA:

Why did they kill colonel Jiménez?

GUILLERMO:

Come! Let’s watch …the Flintstones… …

SCENE 2

DAY-POLICE SCHOOL
MAJOR:
I was at the DAI facilities talking to one of the artists to whom I gave my version and he produced two sketches. I think it is very strange that those men were at the school looking for colonel Jiménez’s house. I definitely suspect they are the ones who killed him… 
GENERAL:

And what do you suggest?

MAJOR ARISTIDES:
Well…Place ads! Advertise it! Investigate …
GENERAL:

Aristides! I can’t place an ad on the national TV saying we are looking for two guys whose crime was infiltrating a police school….
MAJOR ARISTIDES:

But, General, we can start by asking the community to help us investigate; try to relate them with…

No major! Please! What we need are proofs of the murderers not of a couple of guys that are having us making a fool of ourselves. Conclusive proofs! And we need them now, major!

PABLO:

Of course, Patty. Intelligent and brave! 
PATRICIA:

Really?

PABLO:

Aha!

PATRICIA:

And do you think your wife isn’t aware of all what you do? I’m not going to talk about a moral problem! No! Because we all know what’s good and what’s bad and what’s a sin…I’m talking about a political problem…Do you think that killing policemen is intelligent?
PABLO:

What?! What are you saying?!
PATRICIA:

What you’ve heard! 
PABLO:

What do you mean killing policemen? Who told you I’m killing policemen?! 
PATRICIA:

C’mon Pablo!

PABLO:

No, I’m sorry! That’s a very serious accusation…and besides …!

PATRICIA:

Shhh! Quiet …

PABLO:

And you are doing it in my house!

PATRICIA:

Ohhh…Stop it!

PABLO:

Where did you get that from? Do you have proofs to accuse me of that?!

PATRICIA:

What’s that! Okay, okay! I’m nothing but a stupid woman who doesn’t see, doesn’t understand, and doesn’t know anything!

As you all know, he was studying to get his promotion to general! An officer committed to his work, to the community, decorated by the DEA for his fight against drug-trafficking in this country… an attitude that allowed him to get his most important achievements at the Anti-Drug Division, buy that today unfortunately ended up killing him and his security staff….
SCENE 5
DAY-NAPLES RANCH
BODYGUARD:
Hey!! Are you crazy, brother?! What’s wrong?! What are you doing here, man?!
JORGE:

Nothing!

BODYGUARD 1:
Why are you running like that?

JORGE:

No, no, nothing! It’s okay!
BODYGUARD 2:
The cops or what?!

JORGE:

No…they sent me to watch!

BODYGUARD 1:
To watch? No, no…get in! 
BODYGUARD 2:
No, no…c’mon…get in!!

BODYGUARD 1:
The party is in there! Are you going to walk or what? C’mon, c’mon! 
BODYGUARD 2:
Come, come….we’ll guide you. Let’s go! C’mon…we are in a hurry! Are you going to take a little more time, or what?! Ha! Ha! 
BODYGUARD 2:
What about this man?! He really scared us, huh?!
BODYGUARD 1:

PABLO:

What do you mean scared? I don’t understand anything Ramada. What is it? 
RAMADA:
Well, Pablo. We were driving on the road as usual and this young man suddenly came from nowhere running like mad. We got scared and almost hit him, brother! 
PABLO:

Well, in the end that would have been the same. Because if it had been the police you didn’t have to worry because they pursue me but looking for money… 
FRIEND:
If that was not so, it wouldn’t be the police. Ha! Ha! 
PABLO:

I’m very happy to have you in my house again. I mean it! Who told you? Marcos?
BODYGUARD 1:
Yes, and he said we couldn’t miss it, that the whole Medellin Cartel was going to be here…so here we are…
PABLO:

Yes sir! Swell! But come in, feel at home…accommodate yourself. The show won’t take long and it’s going to be very good…
RAMADA:

Thank you very much!

PABLO:

You’ll always be welcome! Ask whatever you want, okay?! 
HERBERT:

GUILLERMO:

Did you see Adelaida’s horror face when she saw the picture on the newspaper’s front page?

LUCHI:

But of course!

GUILLERMO:

What country are we going to leave to our children, our grandchildren? 
LUCHI:

No, not us! The assassins in this country!

GUILLERMO:

Pablo Escobar Gaviria!

LUCHI:

I’m glad you don’t mention him in the editorials even though the whole country knows he is Jiménez’s murderer.  But it is better not to say it….

GUILLERMO:

I’m going to publish it in the next days, Luchi…
LUCHI:

Listen! You don’t have proofs...

GUILLERMO:

No! But I should publish it and let the State find the evidence. That should be the order of things…
LUCHI:

Hum! Thank you very much Pablo. But I want to kiss and hug you. Come brother! Come!!! How swell, brother! The only boss of bosses’ name is Pablo Emilio Escobar Gaviria!! Ha! Ha! 
PABLO:

Thank you very much! Thank you very much!

PEDRO:

Anyway, boys. I think that getting rid of that cop was very good because he was breathing down our necks. But I sincerely think that’s going to cause us many problems…
MARIACHI:

The government has two options: either take it easy with the extradition subject or come after us…
HERBERT:

CHILI:
Hey Mole!! Take care! These pieces of meat to be pickled! 
WHORE:

Hi!

MOLE:
Don’t touch me stupid!

CHILI:

Huh?

MOLE:
Look what you bring! Just tripe! 
CHILI:
Calm down, man! I’ll send you a couple of boys soon….
MARCELA:

What’s your name?

JORGE:

Jorge…
MARCELA:

Hum! Why do you look bored or upset, huh? 
MARINO:

Hey man! What’s up, you flirt? I need to talk to you. Leave us alone…
JORGE:

Hey! The girl stays in here…come…
MARINO:

Well…Listen to me please. I’m telling you that tomorrow I’ll give you all the explanations you want. I’m trying to make you get all those stupid things out of your head. All I’m asking you know is to leave me alone today! Let me enjoy my party! 
PATRICIA:

Okay! Okay! So …

PABLO:

Today! Leave me alone today and period! Today!!
PATRICIA:

Okay, okay! Tomorrow!

PABLO:

All right...

PATRICIA:

Do you know what we are going to discuss tomorrow? That attitude of yours! Huh?! Have you realized how awful are you talking to me?! You have changed a lot!! I’m not your maid, Pablo, I’m your wife and you shouldn’t talk to me like that! 
PABLO:

But why are you that fucking melodramatic, Mole?! Those things happen. And understand that Marcos was drugged. Do you think he is going to be so stupid to attempt against one of my best men?!

CHILI:

C’mon!!!!
PABLO:

Do you think he would?!

CHILI:

He was going to kill us, boss!

PABLO:

But what shall I do?

GONZALO:

Pablo!!! 

PABLO:

Ahhh?!!!

GONZALO:

Pablo!!!

PABLO:

What?!!

GONZALO:

The cops got in, man! 
HERBERT:
What!?

PABLO:
What do you mean the cops got in? How come? How come?!
GONZALO:

They called from the gateway and informed the cops were entering…
MARIACHI:

I’m sorry, sir but I’m leaving! This got heat!!

PABLO:

Wait Mariachi! Wait! Listen! This is what we are going to do! Take care of the body, clean everything up. Ask Marino to help you. Go ahead! Move!

GONZALO:

Hey! Hey Mole! Ask the Brush to empty the cave! Go ahead! Move!

GONZALO:

MOLE:

MARINO:

A help here, Chili!

Yes! Wait!

SCENE 31

NIGHT- NAPLES RANCH ENTRANCE
PABLO:

What do you say, Gonzalo?

GONZALO:

I had never seen anything like that…
MAJOR:
Aristides, is that what you said?

MAJOR ARISTIDES:
Yes!

PABLO:

Major Aristides. How can we know if this is legal, if it is real?

MAJOR ARISTIDES:
Because I’m giving it to you...

PABLO:

Well. I guess I’ll have to trust the authorities of this country...

MAJOR ARISTIDES:
If you allow me…
PABLO:

I introduce my partner and cousin, Mr. Gonzalo Gaviria…my wife…come honey!
PATRICIA:

Good evening!

PABLO:

Major Aristides! Patricia, she is my wife. How are you guys?! 
MAJOR ARISTIDES:
Are you going to let me in or will I have to accuse you of obstruction of justice?
PABLO:

No, major, we aren’t obstructing the justice, on the contrary. But before you get inside the house I would like to know who told you where, how and at what time to find us…

This cake for your sister is going to be delicious. Now you start stirring it….
LUCHI:

Did you forget the cake?

GUILLERMO:

Me? How could you think that? I’m an excellent chef; I’m the pride of Paris...
LUCHI:

Yes, sure. And you love cooking …

GUILLERMO:

Ha! Ha!
LUCHI:

It better comes out delicious and above all that is ready before Angela gets in…
GUILLERMO:

The oven at 400 degrees. Right! For one and half hour….I know everything about it, Luchi...

LUCHI:

Oh yeah! Oh yeah! Help him my little girl!

ADELAIDA:

Grandpa!

GUILLERMO:

Yes?

ADELAIDA:

My father says the whole country knows what you think, but that’s impossible…
GUILLERMO:

Your dad may refer to the fact that, since I write in the newspaper, people reads me and knows what my opinion is, what I think…
ADELAIDA:

Did you give your opinion about the death of the colonel?

GUILLERMO:

Yes! I said I thought that was a very bad thing to do, my love!

MAJOR ARISTIDES:
And may I know what you are celebrating?

PABLO:

We are celebrating the birthday of one of our employees and that’s we invited his family members…
MAJOR ARISTIDES:
Why are you lying? You know that the order to kill colonel Jiménez came from this ranch… 
PABLO:

Is that you personal opinion or a direct accusation against me?

MAJOR ARISTIDES:
You know I’m right…
PABLO:

Listen, Major. I expect you have the evidence to make such a serious accusation against me…
MAJOR ARISTIDES:
We’re working on it! Upstairs, to the right in the studio!

GONZALO:

Wouldn’t you like to go to the bathroom too? 
PABLO:

Slowly!

PATRICIA:

Honey!  What does he mean in the studio? Has that man been here before? He entered like if he owned the place…
