TOMAS:

I think to the Soacha hospital… 

MALE:
Not to Soacha! Sebastian must know that if they take him there they will finish him off! 
TOMAS:

What is advised for these cases is the Santa Fe Foundation… 

WOMAN:
That’s too far away! He has to be taken to a hospital in the area…but say something!! 
MALE:
All right, let’s go! Let’s go now!

TOMAS:

All right…to Bosa…
WOMAN:
Ah!

WILMAR:

What’s up, Evencio? What happened?

EVENCIO:

I hit the guy but he didn’t die!

WILMAR:

What?!

EVENCIO:

That’s what happened!

WILMAR:

What then?

EVENCIO:

We have to ask the Virgin to give us a hand. Okay, beat it, beat it! I’ll call you…

To the Bosa Hospital I think, because it is the closest one…Sir, sir, do you hear me? Is he still breathing?
BODYGUARD:
Wasn’t he supposed to be wearing a bulletproof vest?

SEBASTIAN:

Yes, but apparently it didn’t work at all, sir… 

BODYGUARD:
And how do you feel, Sebastian?

SEBASTIAN:

I…I’m all right…
SCENE 3

STREET – NIGHT 

NIKY: (on the phone)

Mrs. Ana Maria, we have to stop the rotary press now. You can’t imagine what has just happened… 

ANA MARIA:

I heard something about a shooting, but is Mr. Galan okay?

NIKY:
They still don’t know. He had just gotten on the platform when he was shot … 

ANA MARIA:

Oh God! Did they hurt him? 
NIKY:
Yes and there are more people wounded. I even think there are dead ones. Mrs. Ana Maria, Galan looked very bad when they took him away…
ANA MARIA:

Oh! This is critical. Did you stop tomorrow’s edition already?  

NIKY:
Yes. The next president of this country was shot. You should have seen the security conditions in that place…there were nonexistent… 

ANA MARIA:

Nene, Nene…we need to call the press operators to stop the printing now…
NENE:

Is the Soacha accident that serious?

ANA MARIA:

What hospital was he taken to?

NIKY:
I supposed to a nearby one. I exactly don’t know which one but as soon as I find out I’ll get in touch with you. We’ll talk later… 

ANA MARIA:

All right…
NENE:

The printing has been stopped already… 

ANA MARIA:

This country has definitely collapsed…
SCENE 4

BOSA HOSPITAL – NIGHT
SEBASTIAN:

A stretcher! Bring a stretcher fast! Hurry! Help me to get him out! Help me! Run! Run!! 
BODYGUARD:
Where is Pereira?

SEBASTIAN:

How should I know? He must be coming … 

SCENE 5

OUTSIDE - HOUSE – NIGHT 

JUAN MANUEL:

Is my father all right, mom?

GLORIA:

Love, the secretary said he was hurt in the arm, but don’t worry. He’s strong and will recuperate soon. Let’s go and accompany him, okay? 

SCENE 6

OPERATING THEATRE – NIGHT 

DOCTOR:
Two more IV solution bags, miss… 

SEBASTIAN:

How is he doing, doctor?
DOCTOR:
You shouldn’t be here, sir… 

SEBASTIAN:

Just tell me if he’s going to be all right… 

DOCTOR:
He needs to be operated, and it can’t be done in this  place. He must be transferred!

SEBASTIAN:

Transferred? But where to?

DOCTOR:
I asked you to leave, sir. Nurse, get everything ready to transfer him…
SEBASTIAN:

But wait. At least tell me where you are going to transfer him so I can follow you… 

MALE NURSE:
To the Kennedy Hospital… 

SEBASTIAN:

Hold out, sir…hold out… 

BODYGUARD:
Have a doctor check you, man!

SEBASTIAN:

No kid…let’s go, let’s go…
BODYGUARD:
What’s wrong? Help! A doctor! Don’t die, brother, please! Help! A stretcher!! Bring a stretcher! 
SCENE 7

CAR – NIGHT 

JUAN MANUEL:
Can you put the news on, please? 
GLORIA:

No, no, it was only a wound in the arm…Your father is all right… 

YAYO:
And Lucy told me that she talked to the people who were at the square. He wasn’t shot at the head… 

SON:
Of course he is all right. He was wearing the bulletproof vest… 

SCENE 8

AMBULANCE – NIGHT 

(GALAN GOES IN THE AMBULANCE VERY BADLY INJURED)

SCENE 9

RANCH – NIGHT 

PABLO:

Marino… 

MARINO:

Sir…sir… 

PABLO:

Call a doctor because I’m really going to die…
MARINO:
Are you sure, sir? Don’t you want to wait a while? Couldn’t it be that you ate something that didn’t do any good?
GONZALO:

What a fucking problem, man! Anything in the news already, Pablo? 
PABLO:

Huh?

GONZALO:

That if they have said anything about that job….
PABLO:

We have to call Miguel and ask him to get everyone out of Naples because that will be the first place they will go … 
GONZALO:

Relax, because Moreno is already informed. People who take care of the animals are the only ones left… 
PABLO:

And don’t stay up until that late. We’ll have to wake up at dawn tomorrow, because what’s waiting for us is fucking hard...fucking hard… 

FABIO:

Hey Pablo! What’s going on with you, jerk? What the hell did you do that don’t want to tell me? What’s your paranoia? Why is everyone going to come after us? What did you do? Did you kill the President, or what?!
MARINO:

Come, boss… 

FABIO:

Pablo, I’m talking to you, asshole! 
PABLO:

Ask Gonzalo to tell you… 

FABIO:

Pablo… 

PABLO:

Gonzalo will tell you, he will tell you…

They didn’t tell me… 

NIKY:
Kennedy’s is the nearest hospital. He must be taken there … 

SCENE 11
FOOTAGE – NIGHT 

(THE AMBULANCE GETS IN AND GALAN IS TAKEN OUT)

SCENE 12

SANTORINI’S HOUSE – NIGHT 

RADIO ANNOUNCER:
The Bosa police immediate attention center has just informed that Mr. Luis Carlos Galan Sarmiento was wounded during a shooting in the municipality of Soacha, and he was taken to the Bosa Hospital. According to initial information, the severity of Mr. Galan’s wounds is unknown… 

SCENE 13

PRESIDENT’S OFFICE – NIGHT 

RADIO ANNOUNCER:
Latest news! The nominated candidate for the liberal party Luis Carlos Galan Sarmiento was the victim of a terrorist attempt when he was leading a mass meeting in Soacha, very near Bogota…
PRESIDENT:(on the phone)

Call an extraordinary cabinet meeting and contact General Ulloa right away… 

SCENE 14

BUS – NIGHT 

RADIO ANNOUNCER:
We should inform that Mr. Galan is being cared for at the Social Security Clinic. Cameraman Jesus Calderón, who was next to Mr. Galan states that the candidate wasn’t shot in the head, that he saw two wounds in the abdominal area and that he was still talking. That he never lost consciousness…therefore we should pray and hope that nothing bad will happen to Mr. Galan… 
SCENE 15

BOSA HOSPITAL – NIGHT 

GLORIA:

Where did they take him? It’s incredible that we’ve been here all this time and nobody says anything!

KID:

Mother, that’s Sebastian!

JUAN MANUEL:

What happened to him? Is he wounded? Where are you taking him? Where is my father?

MALE NURSE:
To surgery…excuse me… 

SCENE 16

NIGHT - KENNEDY HOSPITAL OPERATING ROOM 

DOCTOR:

Hand me the defibrillator pad… 
SCENE 17

SANTORINI’S HOUSE – NIGHT 

SANTORINI:

Senator Galan and I disagree on many issues of the national life, but I must acknowledge his immense value for the liberal party and the country. I very much regret what happened to him and join all Colombians hoping that his condition isn’t serious…
SCENE 18

FOOTAGE – NIGHT 

NEWSPERSON:
Senator Galan was shot by hired assassins who attacked him on a platform where he was going to talk to followers from the Soacha area… 

GONZALO:

Oh God! I’m going to drink an aguardiente… 

NEWSPERSON:
The cameraman who was with Senator Luis Carlos Galan at the moment said he is being cared for at the Social Security Clinic, and we must inform …

FABIO:

I hope those men failed and that man is still alive. I’ve never messed with Pablo’s decisions, but this time he indeed fucked it up!! 

GONZALO:

Tell Pablo… 

FABIO:

I will tell him, you stupid ass! Of course I will! Or do you think I’m afraid of Pablo?! You’re really foolish, brother! And if you don’t like what I’m telling you, just say it and we’ll see if coming to blows with me will make you realize the stupid thing you just did! 

PABLO:

Forget it! I don’t fight with my family members… 

FABIO:

Oh no? You should, asshole, you should! What about this, huh?! You, who boast about being the king of this empire come out with such a fucking idiocy, Pablo Emilio? 
GONZALO:

Stop nagging, Fabio… 

FABIO:

Fuck off, Gonzalo, I’m not nagging! This is quite serious! You know what? Starting today I quit everything that has to do with this damn organization, with the Medellin cartel. You and I have nothing else to talk about, Gonzalo. And if you and I talk is because we have to, Pablo!

PABLO:

Fabio, Fabio, you have to understand this was something we had to do… 
FABIO:

Mrs. Gloria… 

GLORIA:

Is Luis Carlos all right?

MALE:
Yes… 

GLORIA:

We were taken to another clinic where we stayed for hours and nobody says a word. How is he? 
MALE:
Mrs. Gloria, we don’t know…He is at the operating theatre… 

GLORIA:
But it was just the shot in the arm, wasn’t it?

MALE:
Good evening, Mrs. Gloria. My friend and I donated blood already…we are from Soacha… 

GLORIA:

What do you mean you donated blood?

MALE:
Mrs. Gloria, you better talk to the doctor… 

GLORIA:
No, please tell me what’s happening! 


SCENE 20

BOSA HOSPITAL - OPERATING THEATRE – NIGHT 

DOCTOR:
Time of death: 10:15 pm, 18th August 1989…
SCENE 21

PRESIDENT’S OFFICE – NIGHT
PRESIDENT:(on the phone)

I appointed a man you fully trust to command the Security Department. I personally asked him to protect Senator Galan. I’ve been asking you for months to do something against the Medellin Cartel and you’ve done nothing. What are you waiting to capture Escobar and his partners? That they kill me? 
GENERAL:

That’s not going go happen, Mr. President. Believe that I don’t understand it and share your frustration. I know that something isn’t working right at the institution. But I guarantee that starting tonight I’m going to take the required corrective measures… 
PRESIDENT:
Shouldn’t you instead be thinking about quitting, general?

GENERAL:

Mr. President…
PRESIDENT:
The least we need now is generate more instability. Listen to me very well: tomorrow the country is going to see a series of extraordinary decrees to help with the fight against drug traffic. One of those decrees will be the creation of a block with the best men from all the armed forces…
GENERAL:

Sebastian is the one who worries me. If he was that badly hurt and he was taking care of dad, well…
YAYO:

Why doesn’t anybody say anything?!

GLORIA:

Relax… 
DOCTOR 2:
Mrs. Pachón… 

GLORIA:

Doctor, do you know who is caring for Luis Carlos? Please! What’s happening?!

DOCTOR 2:

We couldn’t do anything… 

GLORIA:

What?! What do you mean you couldn’t do anything?! 
DOCTOR 2:

He got here with a gunshot under the vest. It lodged in the groin and he lost too much blood. We were trying to revive him for 20 minutes. Madam, I’m deeply sorry... believe me… 
RADIO ANNOUNCER: (voice in off)

We very much regret to inform Colombians that the nominated candidate to the liberal party Luis Carlos Galan Sarmiento has died. Senator Galan was shot several times when he was about to pronounce a speech in the Soacha municipality’s main square… 

SCENE 23

FOOTAGE – NIGHT 

RADIO VOICE: 

This is a dreadful day for Colombia… 
MALE:
They killed him!

RADIO VOICE:
This morning they killed the Commander of the Antioquia Police and we end the night telling you that they killed the liberal Senator and nominated candidate Luis Carlos Galan…
RADIO ANNOUNCER:
We repeat that he died. We very much regret to report Colombians that Senator Luis Carlos Galan Sarmiento, nominated presidential candidate to the liberal party, according to medical sources who talked to journalist William Calderon at the Kennedy Hospital, has died… 
SCENE 24

EL ESPECTADOR NEWSPAPER – NIGHT 

NENE:

I don’t think the headline needs anything else…
ANA MARIA:

It wasn’t even necessary to add the name. Everyone in this country knows that whenever you refer to Galan, you’re talking about the next President of this country…well, I was just talking… 

NENE:

The front page has to be approved for us to go out… 
ANA MARIA:

Yes, approved… 

NENE:

Bernardo, thank you… 

ANA MARIA:

How many times have we said we touched bottom? They killed Colonel Jiménez, Minister Lara, Guillermo, Magistrates, police officers, judges, and now they murdered the only one who could’ve saved us out from this disaster…   

NENE:

The presidential office’s source says the President is going to issue a series of extraordinary decrees… 

ANA MARIA:

Aha! And do you believe that’s going to end the tragedy this country is living?

NENE:

It will end attaining results … 

ANA MARIA:

WOMAN 2:
We were left with no President… 

MALE 2:
All we need now is that Santorini becomes president… 

EVENCIO:

Give me a milk bag and $500 worth of bread… 
SCENE 27

HOUSE – NIGHT 

WILMAR:

Mother…
SCENE 28

RANCH – NIGHT 

BODYGUARD:
Look…three…one, two, three….

CAIN:
Look…I captured you…with a 3 you would have captured this blue chip…Ha! Ha! 
BODYGUARD:
No… 

CAIN:
I captured you…it will be ten thousand pesos …
BODYGUARD:
No! No! 
CAIN:
Yes! 
BODYGUARD:
No brother, let’s lower the quota. I don’t make the same money this nigger does, brother… 

BODYGUARD:
Oh! What’s wrong, boss? Would you like an herbal tea or something else? The boss looks kind of worn out, doesn’t he? He-he… 

PABLO:

Someone else wants to laugh?
KIKE:

Boss, how can you think we would laugh at you? 
PABLO:

Well, China was definitely fantastic but the best was getting to Rome. Because we had lived there as newlyweds. It was like… I don’t know, like remembering the time we went out, walked, visited museums, went to concerts. We used to spend whole afternoons planning how our life would be…dreaming….he-he… 

GLORIA GETS OUT OF FLASH-BACK 

GALÁN:

…We are changing the Colombian people’s conscience the way they need to really progress, to acquire dignity, to acquire full awareness of their rights, to prevent being a marginalized country, for no Colombian will ever feel ashamed to show the passport of his country!!!
SCENE 30

BEDROOM – NIGHT 

KID:
Mommy, can we sleep with you tonight?

GLORIA:

Of course my darling. We all are going to sleep here. Take your shoes off…take your shoes off… 

JUAN MANUEL:

What are you thinking?

GLORIA:

Many things, love. But one of them is that tomorrow I want to talk to Gaviria first thing in the morning …
JUAN MANUEL:

Why?
GLORIA:

Because I’m quite worried about the liberal consultation…what if they decide to end it, to bury it? No, no…someone must think about that and the only person who can prevent it is Gaviria. That’s why I should talk to him…because after your father’s fight over the past months, it would be terrible that they knocked it down…No, we can’t let that happen, no, Juan Manuel…no…for your father, for his memory and for the country… 
FLASH BACK

We have absolutely nothing to talk to him, and he definitely shouldn’t be here… 
MALE:
Don’t worry…I’ll take care of it… 

MALE:
Sir, it is not convenient for you to be here… 

SANTORINI:

Pardon me? You’re talking to a Senator of the Republic… 

MALE:
I know, Mr. Santorini, but the family doesn’t welcome your presence …
SANTORINI:

Why not? The fact that I was Mr. Galan’s political opponent doesn’t mean I was his personal enemy. No way… 

MALE:
Please leave and we will avoid this unpleasant moment… 

SANTORINI:

I’m not going to stand this humiliation… 

JUAN MANUEL:

That man can’t be the next president of this country… 

GLORIA:

Don’t even say that as a joke, Juan Manuel… 

SANTORINI:

Besides being a Senator, I have the only document that credits me as a citizen of this country…that is my ID card…it allows me to nominate, participate and move wherever I want…
MALE:

SANTORINI:
One more thing: tell your boss Mr. Gaviria that I need to talk to him… 

SCENE 33

INSIDE – DAY 

PEDRO:

Look…this is fantastic: El Espectador directly points at us as the ones responsible for Luis Carlos Galan’s crime…Oh…those jerks reinvented the wheel! 
PABLO:

Don’t worry about that. I’ll take care of that fucking newspaper… 
PEDRO:

For God’s sake Pablo! Give this fucking country a break, man. You tell him, Gonzalo. Give yourself a break, Pablo, calm down a bit…  

PABLO:

Pedro, what the fuck do I have to say to make you understand that at this time we are at war with the country? 
PEDRO:

As if we were an army, man! 
PABLO:

According to you, we aren’t an army? So how would you call the three thousand hired and fully armed killers??

PEDRO:

A few days ago we were at war with the fucking Cali Cartel, and look where we are now… killing presidential candidates. What the hell is that, Pablo?!

MALE:
I propose to cancel any public act we have planned… 

POLITICIAN:
But it should be a collegiate decision so nobody will have an advantage… 
CESAR GAVIRIA:
Am I interrupting?

SANTORINI:

On the contrary, Mr. Gaviria. I was waiting for you…welcome…
